Hi Josh,

We are currently dewatering at the Great Wolf project. Our original discharge location (storm capture) is about
1200 ft from our system, while the pond to the south of the site is about 300 ft. It would be more feasible for us
to discharge into the pond to the south of the site. It looks like the pond is owned by the Golden Gate
Community and we are looking for permission to discharge into the pond, similar to the email we received to
discharge into the storm capture. The anticipated flows are the same, just looking to reroute discharge.

The pond drains/overflows into the canal at the same final discharge point, so we will not need to request
permission from the District again.
